Tab 7:  Environmental Child Care
The environmental child care training plan consists of 3 tiers—1) inspections without license modification, 2) inspections with license modification, including plan reviews, and 3) evaluation of potential lead hazards.  Completion of each level is generally sequential.

Beyond this introduction, tab 7 contains nine documents:

a. The environmental child care training plan.  This 3-page document describes the training requirements for the program.  
b. Self study curriculum.  This curriculum consists of a PowerPoint presentation based module intended to introduce inspectors to the program.   
c. DH-98 Participation Agreement.  This document is an agreement between state and local health agencies.  It provides local agencies authority to conduct inspections on behalf of DHSS and provides a methodology for reimbursement.
d. Process overviews.  This document explains program paperwork routing.  

e. Cover Letter.  This document is sent to prospective providers in order to make them aware of sanitation requirements and inspections.

f. Centers Checklist.  This document is sent to prospective Group Homes, Centers, and License-Exempt providers along with the cover letter in order to help prepare providers for inspection.

g. Homes Checklist.  This document is sent to prospective Family Home providers along with the cover letter in order to help prepare providers for inspection.
h. Joint field training inspections log and the inspection field training record.  The joint field training inspections log provides a record of the training inspections you complete with other staff.  The portion you must complete is in red.  The inspection field training record has been included in this tab as a reference document—it is a tool trainers may use to provide feedback on your inspection performance.  
i. Summary/acknowledgement sheet.  This 2-page document located at the end of the section is used to finalize the training process by your supervisor, the appropriate program manager, and the field services coordinator.  
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
