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II.  Statement of Intent:

· The Department of Health and Senior Services envisions healthy Missourians living in an environment that is safe, supportive and conducive to a healthy lifestyle.

· The mission of the Department of Natural Resources is to preserve, protect, restore and enhance Missouri's natural, cultural and energy resources and to inspire their enjoyment and responsible use for present and future generations.

· The Center for Local Public Health Services has identified the unique role of the local public health agencies as the primary protector of the community’s health.  

In 2003, a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) was agreed to by the directors of the two state level departments, the Department of Health and Senior Services (DHSS) and the Department of Natural Resources (DNR).  The MOU covers the activities of the two agencies in the areas of investigation, assessment, and control of physical, chemical, radiological, and biological agents in the environment.

It is the intent of this document to further establish standard operating procedures for jointly coordinating enforcement activities related to wastewater and drinking water violations.  The first step is to share information on contact numbers, jurisdictional responsibilities, agency procedures and available data sets.  This will help to clarify agency procedures and define the responsibilities of staff of the DHSS, DNR, and local public health agencies, all of whom may be working on environmental public health issues that cross jurisdictional boundaries.  Undoubtedly, it is in the best interests of these agencies and the people of Missouri to make more efficient use of available staff time and resources.  This document will focus on compliance/violation issues concerning wastewater treatment and drinking water supplies, ways to share information within the various agencies, and set a blueprint for cross-agency cooperation to achieve compliance where violations occur.

IV.  Agency Duties and Jurisdiction
Jurisdiction And Responsibility For On-Site Sewage Systems In Missouri

Applicable rules:

Department of Health & Senior Services;

19 CSR 20-3.060 Minimum Construction Standards for On-Site Sewage Disposal Systems
Department of Natural Resources;

10 CSR 20-6.030 Disposal of Wastewater in Residential Housing Developments
Per 19 CSR 20-3.060 Minimum Construction Standards for On-Site Sewage Disposal, Section (1)(B), the DHSS-SEPH or the local administrative authority will instruct all commercial, and industrial facilities and developers of subdivisions to contact the DNR Water Pollution Control Branch (WPCB) Central Office or DNR Regional Offices concerning compliance with the Miss-ouri Clean Water Law and regulations before applying for any approvals or permits under the current DHSS rule.  The intent is to route all regulated facilities, subdivisions and other residential developments through central or regional offices to aid in determining the method of wastewater disposal. Communication between SEPH, local public health agencies and WPCB is essential.

Calculations of gallons per day (GPD) for on-site wastewater disposal systems will be made according to the DHSS rule 19 CSR 20-3.060 Minimum Construction Standards for On-Site Sewage Disposal to determine jurisdictional responsibility.

DHSS’s Health Standards (701.025) defines domestic sewage as: “…human excreta and wastewater, including bath and toilet waste, residential laundry waste, residential kitchen waste and other similar waste from household or establishment appurtenances…”

DNR-Residential Housing Development-Letter of Approval

The DNR central office is responsible for approval of the method of wastewater disposal for developments with seven (7) or more lots that are less than five (5) acres in size, or any expansion of three (3) or more lots of an existing development, or existing developments that required approval under previous regulations, but have not received it.

The DNR central office is also responsible for the approval of the method of wastewater disposal for other residential developments and complexes (duplexes, quadplexes, motels, hotels, apartments, trailer parks, resorts or individual residences) with 7 or more units or; any expansion of 3 or more units of an existing residential development or complex that discharge into subsurface soil absorption systems or subsurface soil absorption ‘cluster’ systems with flows less than 3,000 GPD.

The DNR central office will send a copy of the residential housing development-letter of approval to DHSS-SEPH or the local administrative authority. 

For residential housing developments that propose lots less than forty thousand (40,000) square feet ( or 0.92 acres), only centralized sewage collection and treatment systems are acceptable. Construction and operating permits will be required from DNR regional office’s for the central sewage collection and treatment systems.

DNR-Permits

The DNR regional office will have jurisdictional responsibility for sources of domestic sewage with flows of three thousand gallons per day (3,000 gpd) or less, including multi-family residences, commercial facilities and restaurants that do not discharge into a subsurface soil absorption system (e.g. lagoons or other discharging systems).

The DNR central or regional office will have jurisdictional responsibility for all flows greater than three thousand gallons per day (>3,000 gpd).  The responsible office depends on the type of facility.

The DNR central or regional office will have jurisdictional responsibility for all wastewater not defined as domestic sewage.

Approvals/permits for commercial facilities with flows less than three thousand per day (<3,000 GPD) that handle only domestic sewage do not need to be routed through WPCB if the wastewater will be disposed in a subsurface soil absorption system, provided the system complies with DHSS regulations. If an applicant proposes to discharge into a subsurface soil absorption system that does not comply with DHSS regulations or otherwise would surface or discharge, they should be directed to the appropriate DNR regional office to obtain the appropriate permits.

The WPCB will provide DHSS-SEPH with an electronic list of the types of wastewater facilities permitted. DHSS-SEPH will request an electronic list of the specific types of permitted facilities they are interested in. DHSS-SEPH and the local agencies can review specific permits via DNR’s web site.
DHSS-Permits

DHSS-SEPH or the local administrative authority will have responsibility for sources of domestic sewage flows three thousand gallons per day or less ((3,000 GPD) including single-family residences, multifamily, commercial and restaurants, which discharge into subsurface soil absorption systems or holding tanks and single-family lagoons.

A lagoon that serves a single-family residence and a small in-house business may be exempt from obtaining a DNR domestic wastewater permit. Such may include an in-house business such as a day care licensed facility for up to 10 children or a beauty shop, provided the additional wastewater is domestic and fifty percent (50%) or less of the total design flow. (Please note that the intent of DNR and DHSS rules are to keep and treat the wastewater on the property).
Existing on-site sewage systems in operation prior to January 1, 1996, are not inspected unless the department has reasonable grounds to believe that there has been a violation of Sections 701.025 to .059 or rules promulgated under these sections.  A complaint may also trigger an investigation.  After investigation by the DHSS-SEPH, if a notice of violation is issued, then a permit is required for a major repair, i.e. any exemption is lost. 

V.  Description of Agency Guidance Documents and Related Information Links

DHSS has a manual titled “Environmental Health Operational Guidelines (EHOG).  This manual serves as overarching guidelines between that agency and the local public health agencies regarding how each agency will respond, refer, and investigate environmental public health issues such as sanitation, drinking water and wastewater treatment. DHSS is also working on boil order procedures for regulated facilities with private wells.  The manual is public information and available on the Internet at the following web site:

DNR has a number of procedural documents that define how regional office staff will carry out inspection and enforcement activities, permitting requirements, and related activities.  Some of the enforcement manuals contain enforcement-sensitive documents and have not been posted on public web sites.  Copies of the current DNR Inspection and Enforcement Manuals for the Water Protection Program have been provided to Daryel Brock,  SEPH Environmental Public Health and Safety Unit Chief. 


DNR maintains a web site where citizens may report environmental problems or complaints.  That site can be accessed at:

DNR is also a designated agency for providing responses to environmental emergencies.  Department personnel staff a 24-hour telephone hotline, (573) 634-2436, to receive notification of environmental emergencies. Callers can also receive technical assistance about response, containment and cleanup of hazardous materials. Specialized staff are often dispatched to the scene of a spill, leak or other release to provide technical advice and hands-on expertise about hazardous materials.  A response at the scene may also be needed if the person responsible for the incident is not addressing the situation properly.  Where possible, calls are referred to regional office staff for follow-up.

VI.  Coordination Of Joint Agency Compliance and Enforcement Efforts

Environmental public health specialists working with local public health agencies or staff of the Missouri Department of Health and Senior Services (DHSS) inspect and may find water violations with certain facilities, which are also regulated by the Missouri Department of Natural Resources (DNR).  In some facilities, DHSS has the authority to issue licenses and permits, notices of violation (NOV), may close facilities, or may obtain injunctions against commercial facilities.  Litigation activities are conducted by DHSS staff attorneys or through the local prosecuting attorney. 

Likewise, DNR field and central office staff may inspect or investigate violations at facilities that may also be regulated by the DHSS or local public health agency.  DNR has the authority to issue drinking water and wastewater permits, to litigate on the basis of those permits, inspect regulated facilities and investigate allegations of uncontrolled wastes or unsafe conditions.  Enforcement activities are usually initiated in the field or regional offices.  Casework is negotiated in the central office enforcement section and referred to the Missouri Attorney General’s Office for litigation.

There are certain compliance or permitting situations where it is not clear under which regulatory jurisdiction (DNR or DHSS) a facility may fall.  Where no clear direction exists, DNR and DHSS agree to discuss and document the decisions, and disseminate this information within the respective agencies.  These cases will be discussed during the quarterly coordination meetings or on a more frequent basis as necessary.

Jurisdictional and Departmental Responsibilities of Drinking Water Supplies



Drinking Water Sources

Drinking Water Source Licensure and Permitting:

DHSS regulates the safety for human consumption of drinking water from facilities including those that provide potable water for food service, food preparation, public lodging, childrens’ daycare facilities, and nursing homes.  However, the source, a well or surface water supply, is usually regulated under the Safe Drinking Water Act and a DNR permit in terms of construction, operations and maintenance.  These drinking water sources may also be affected by other DNR regulated sources, such as leaking petroleum storage tanks, point-source contaminated groundwater or sewage, which may involve other MDNR regulatory programs.

Drinking Water Compliance Efforts:

When DHSS or a local public health agency finds a drinking water source at a food service establishment to be a health hazard, the agency may elect to order closure of the facility or may seek injunctive relief for the violation.   However, since the facility may be operating under a DNR permit, DHSS or the local public health agencies may not know that a hazard exists.  DNR staff may receive notice of the DHSS-regulated drinking water supplies through the standard sampling program.  DNR regional staff shall notify the local public health agency and/or the DHSS-SEPH of the immediate health hazard when samples are confirmed in excess of acute microbiological standards per standard boil order notification policy. DHSS or the local public health agency shall keep DNR apprised of the operating status of the facility after DHSS hazard response has been initiated, and the agencies agree to conduct joint follow-up investigations when necessary and upon request.

As a lesser compliance action, DHSS can redirect commercial food service establishments to prevent the consumption of water by the public by ordering the facility to use premixed bever-ages and packaged foods, and stop providing ice made with water under a boil order. When DNR has notified DHSS and/or local agencies of problem facilities, this may be an appropriate action.

DNR has developed boil order procedures for mandatory, voluntary and precautionary boil orders (See MOU).  DNR will notify DHSS-SEPH and the local public health agency when a boil order is mandated or when the system reports a precautionary boil notice at a food service, lodging, day care or institution.  DHSS may elect to take further action on these systems and will keep DNR apprised of its actions at the facility.

DNR may enter into Bilateral Compliance Agreements (BCA’s) with public drinking water systems to compel compliance when a system has monitoring, permitting, construction, maintenance or other problems.   DHSS-SEPH can assist DNR in attaining compliance at food service establishments that have failed to sample their drinking water within a year if no local ordinance covers food service.  The local public health agencies may or may not have the resources to assist DNR where ordinances exist; DNR is requested to contact these agencies to determine their ability to provide assistance in these cases. If the problem occurs at a public lodging facility, DHSS-SEPH can provide assistance to DNR in compelling the system to sample. Copies of the BCA’s that DNR issue at DHSS regulated facilities should be forwarded to DHSS and the local public health agencies.

DNR’s Drinking Water Branch will forward a list of facilities on the Significant Non-Compliance list to DHSS on a QUARTERLY basis. 
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Wastewater Treatment

Wastewater Treatment Permitting, Licensure and Approvals:

Wastewater handling and treatment may also fall under regulations of both agencies.  Again, DHSS regulates the protection of human health at facilities providing food service, food preparation, lodging, daycare, & nursing homes.  Yet, most of these facilities are also regulated by DNR through the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) operating permits.  Further, the DHSS and the DNR each have regulatory responsibility for certain domestic wastewater systems.  By the MOU and regulations, DHSS regulates:

· Single family systems discharging into a subsurface soil absorption system, single family lagoons or holding tanks

· Restaurants, multi-family and commercial facilities that discharge domestic sewage in amounts less than or equal to 3,000 gallons per day into a soil absorption system, or holding tanks

DHSS, local public health agencies, and other local onsite sewage administrative authorities issue construction permits for on-site wastewater systems, but not operating permits.  DHSS or local administrative authorities work with the construction permit applicant to determine if a proposed design complies with minimum standards.  These construction permits are prescriptive by current statute and rule.  However, properties and systems that existed before January 1, 1996 may be eligible for variances based on relative assurance for protection of the public health and preservation of the quality of surface water and groundwater.  When a system design complies with the standards, additional requirements cannot be imposed.  This process limits the administrative authority’s ability to deny construction permits for owners of existing residences in older subdivisions, to compel compliance in those developments that did not comply with DNR rules in effect at the time. 

DHSS and local public health agencies will cooperate with DNR in efforts to inform and educate interested persons and encourage wastewater treatment solutions that are protective of public health and the environment.  DHSS and local public health agencies will request status information for existing subdivisions when the status is not known, and refer developers and applicants to DNR central office if the development has not been approved or exempted.  DHSS and local public health agencies’ permitting will be based partly on the status of the development: 

· In newer developments, DHSS and local public health agencies will not issue construction permits unless the development has met DNR requirements for approval or been determined to be exempt from 10 CSR 20-6.030.

· In approved or exempted developments, subject to any applicable exemptions or conditions, DHSS and local public health agencies will permit onsite systems that comply with minimum construction standards.

· The DNR Central Office will make the determination for existing unapproved developments on a case–by case basis.  These cases will be discussed during the quarterly coordination meetings or on a more frequent basis as necessary. 

DNR’s system of wastewater permitting is performance based – setting effluent standards on water quality rather than construction-based standards.  DNR works with the NPDES permit applicant to determine if the proposed design will meet the requirements, drafts a permit and places the proposed permit on public notice for comment.  DHSS and the local public health agencies may access these proposed permits at http://www.dnr.mo.gov/wpscd/wpcp/wpcpermits.htm.  Certain general permits cover industries or facilities as a class, and these permits also periodically come up for public comment (usually every five years). DNR welcomes comments on the specific and general permits from these agencies and the public.  And finally, DNR cannot issue discharge permits for holding tanks.

For lodging and other licensed facilities, DHSS can refuse to issue a lodging license, or may take action for not having a license.  They can suspend, revoke, or deny daycare licenses for surfacing sewage or other wastewater facilities.  In many cases, the facility may also hold an NPDES permit.  When the DHSS or local public health agency identifies a sewage problem at one of these facilities, staff shall contact the DNR Regional Office to determine if the issue is a violation of the Clean Water Law or NPDES permit.  If so, DNR will assist DHSS or the local public health agency by conducting it’s own or a joint inspection and shall pursue enforcement options as appropriate.  It shall be incumbent on the staff of the agency finding the violation to notify the other agency that a situation has occurred which may require licensure or permit enforcement action.  It should be noted that DNR staff should NOT suggest the use of a wastewater holding tank at day care facilities, as it conflicts with DHSS regulations.  It should also be noted that DNR may approve the use of holding tanks at other facilities on an emergency basis, and in most cases will require proof of contracts with a hauler, provision of O & M records or even hauler trip tickets from the system’s owner.
Wastewater Treatment Compliance Efforts

Outside of the licensure process at other regulated facilities (lodging, day care and institutions) and non-regulated or permitted facilities, DHSS may petition for injunctive relief or may issue a NOV for 701 violations for failing on-site sewage systems at non-regulated facilities.  DHSS or the local public health agency shall notify DNR of violations observed at these facilities when the facility is regulated by DNR.  DNR will investigate these referrals jointly or solely, will take appropriate follow-up actions, and will report on the outcome to DHSS.

As with drinking water providers, DHSS may close food service establishments for wastewater issues, and in some cases may support closures based on violations of the Clean Water Law as regulated by the DNR NPDES permit.  However, the issue must focus on an existing health hazard.  For example, a subsurface system that has sewage surfacing is automatically considered a hazard.   But if they are just in violation of a DNR permit sampling requirement, then DHSS may not have the authority to close the food service establishment.  When DNR staff discover serious wastewater problems at food service establishments that may adversely impact public health, as soon as possible they shall notify the DHSS and the local public health agency of the problem and participate in follow-up activities to compel compliance.  Copies of DNR’s Letters of Warning, Notices of Violation, and other documentation of serious violations at DHSS regulated facilities will be forwarded to DHSS and the local public health agency.   Further, DNR’s Water Protection Program will provide DHSS with the Annual Non-Compliance Report (ANCR) on a yearly basis.

VII. Summary Of Joint Efforts

1. DHSS and DNR staff will discuss, resolve, document and disseminate decisions on jurisdictional issues concerning facilities which may fall under each agency’s purview.  Issues which cannot be resolved at the local levels will be referred for discussion at the interagency quarterly coordination meeting or on a more timely basis.

2. DHSS/local agencies shall notify DNR of violations observed at drinking water or wastewater facilities regulated by DNR under the Clean Water or Safe Drinking Water Laws.  

3. DNR will notify DHSS and the local public health agencies as soon as possible of wastewater or drinking water violations observed at food service establishments, day care facilities and nursing homes when these violations may impact public health. Copies of NOV’s, BCA’s, and other compliance documents issued by DNR at these facilities will be forwarded to the appropriate agency.

4. The various agencies will notify the referring agency of the outcome of any such investigation conducted.

5. DHSS/DNR and the local public health agencies may jointly inspect facilities of overlapping jurisdiction where violations are suspected, upon request from one agency.

6. DHSS or the local agency may take action to close or restrict these facilities from providing food, ice or beverage when a serious drinking water or wastewater violation is observed, and will work with DNR on the timing of any such action.

7. DNR will notify DHSS and the local agencies of facilities where mandatory or precautionary boil orders have been issued.

8. DNR will notify DHSS and the local agencies of food service, lodging and day care facilities with significant exceedances of drinking water sampling standards, including microbiological and chemical contaminants.

9. DNR will share the Significant NonCompliance List for drinking water systems with DHSS. 

10. DHSS will notify the local agencies that DNR will accept comments on proposed wastewater treatment permits and that those draft permits are available on the Intranet.

11. DHSS or the local agencies will notify DNR when a violation of the NPDES wastewater or drinking water permit is observed, if the DHSS or local agency staff is aware of it.

12. DHSS and DNR will jointly review new or revised rules or statutes and update this SOP as needed.

VIII. Interagency Training

DHSS provides periodic training for environmental public health specialists within the agency and for the staff of the local public health agencies.  DNR provides periodic training for its field inspectors, enforcement staff and permit writers.  The two agencies will request periodic assis-tance from each other in providing the other agency’s perspective when opportunities come up.

IX. Interagency Coordination Group

The MOU directs the DHSS and DNR will meet quarterly to ensure that required coordination is occurring.  Responsibility for facilitating these meetings has been currently assigned to Charles Harwood of DNR’s Water Protection Program, the DNR WPCB liaison.  Discussion topics and determinations will be documented and shared with participants.

These standard operating procedures have been established as a means to carry out the drinking water and wastewater provisions of the Memorandum of Understanding between the Department of Health and Senior Services and the Department of Natural Resources. 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The Public Drinking Water Branch (PDWB) of MDNR will enter compliance information into its compliance tracking database, SDWIS, and report compliance/noncompliance to USEPA in accordance with State/EPA partnership agreements


In accordance with escalation policy contained in the MDNR-PDWB Inspection and Enforcement Manual, PDWB will track and tabulate violations and inform MDNR Regional Offices of need for enforcement action


Upon receipt of quarterly reports from USEPA of systems in significant noncompliance (SNC), PDWB will review those systems for enforcement actions already taken and alert MDNR regional offices of need for escalating enforcement actions


In conjunction with receipt of the USEPA SNC report, PDWB will prepare and forward a list of those systems in SNC status that may be subject to joint regulation to DHSS/SEPH with request for enforcement assistance


Copies of informal or formal enforcement action documents will be provided by PDWB to SEPH for reference


Report of status of compliance with milestones contained within enforcement documents will be forwarded to SEPH on a quarterly basis


Should escalation of level of enforcement be required for those systems not meeting compliance milestones, or in the event a system becomes a candidate for repeat enforcement activity due to on-going accumulations of violations, PDWB will inform SEPH at the time of  escalation of or reinstitution of enforcement activity and request enforcement support by SEPH


In the event that SEPH becomes aware of a regulated system not meeting compliance with regulations, it shall inform PDWB of potential need for enforcement action


MDNR regional office staff shall solicit the assistance of county public health agencies whenever possible in resolving issues of noncompliance.
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
