PURPOSE:

To describe requirements for monitoring the department’s subrecipient financial assistance agreements.
II.
SCOPE:

Applies to all department subrecipient documents including: contracts, participation agreements, mini-initiatives and other agreements.  These department contractual documents are hereafter referred to as contracts in this document.

III.
POLICY:


All department contracts (fixed price and cost reimbursement) must be monitored in accordance with the procedures prescribed in the attachments to this policy.  Programs are expected to monitor contracts to ensure goals and objectives are achieved, and to confirm compliance with applicable laws, regulations, and/or other funding program requirements as noted in the grant award document(s) or contract scope of work.
